•Keep BBQ grills outside and at least 10ft. from combustibles
•Check propane grills for leaks before lighting
•Do not store propane cylinders indoors
•Keep children at least 3 ft. away from grill at all times
•Keep grills clean to prevent a grease fire
•Use only an approved lighter fluid to light charcoal
•Never put additional lighter fluid on smoldering charcoal

Fireworks SafetyFireworks SafetyFireworks Safety
•Never allow young children to play with fireworks
•Use fireworks only where and when it is legal to do so
•Adults should supervise all fireworks activities
•Never try to relight or pick-up malfunctioning fireworks
•Do not use fireworks in dry grass or wooded areas
•Have water available to extinguish small fires
•Avoid the combination of alcohol, drugs and fireworks
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
